Arabia Mountain High School is one of the first public schools in the state of Georgia with a national certification for environmental construction and perhaps the only one with an environmentally themed curriculum. A state-of-the-art, $48-million facility boasting some of the newest and most challenging high school magnet programs open to students countywide. The campus sits near the Arabia Mountain national heritage area, which comprises thousands of acres of protected green space. Arabia Mountain High School for 9th - 12th grade students of all instructional levels serves as DeKalb's "Going Green" environmentally friendly high school. 

Arabia Mountain High School, a DeKalb County school, is the first public school with LEED Silver Certification in the state of Georgia. Arabia Mountain High School is sustainable in its design, with its site in the Arabia Mountain Preserve. The preserve will act as a teaching tool for environmental stewardship. LEED stands for Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design and is monitored by the United States Green Building Council to encourage and recognize construction projects which demonstrate sustainable design strategies.

The mission for Arabia Mountain High School is to engage students in active learning and service through collaborative instruction using the school and community as context for developing understanding of human and environmental interactions while preparing students for involved citizenship in a changing world. 

The instructional model used to achieve this understanding is the EIC Model™ developed by the State Education and Environment Roundtable (SEER). The EIC Model™ (using the Environment as an Integrating Context for learning), defines a framework for interdisciplinary, collaborative, student-centered, hands-on and engaged learning. Members of SEER developed this model to assist educators in the process of implementing or strengthening students’ engagement using the environment.

Academically, students at Arabia Mountain High School are among the highest performing students in the metro area. Students have the opportunity to select from more than twenty-one Advanced Placement courses and thirty advanced or honors courses. Athletically, students at Arabia Mountain High School participate on high performing teams and in award winning organizations. Our students will easily compete at the collegiate level due to the preparation received in the classrooms and on the field of our great school.
